years. Millions upon millions of euro investments have been announced by
successive governments, but this has just helped out those who had it already and to
those who don't it is a waiting game maybe next year or maybe 2020. A group in the
Borlin area have been very active in relation to all issues of concern with broadband
and mobile networks. They are a Community Voluntary group and they have asked
us to help them promote this Broadband performance survey. They know, like all of
us, this country is years behind when it comes to broadband and mobile service, but
if we help them in this survey it may get the powers that be to sit up and take some
notice.

Please read on.

‘Many are not too happy about the whole MAN infrastructure and the way some
networks are not lit up and the ones that are look like they have very little activity on
them from private companies or SMEs.

Another area that is of great concern to us is that there doesn't seem to be a suitable
performance measurement in place to gauge the real supply and demand of
broadband. The government can't seem to get a proper measurement of broadband
performance and are quite happy to go with the current status quo.

What we are hoping that you could encourage and ask businesses in your area and
the other voluntary groups you are involved in to start measuring their own
broadband performance so we can produce tangible figures that we can show the
government.

We would be hoping that businesses across Mizen to Eyeries would sign up to this.
This measurement tool is relatively straightforward to setup and is free.

If we have enough small businesses that are serious about this it can make a
difference.
