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DEVIL'S IN THE DETAIL There are many who thought that it was as
easy to get the €100 grant from Irish Water as it was to register, but they
were wrong and like much of Irish water the information is leaking out bit
by bit. People registered with Irish Water will also have to register with
the Department of Social Protection if they want to receive a water
conservation grant of € 100.

At the weekly Cabinet meeting on Tuesday, Ministers approved the
process by which households receive the €100 grant. In order to be
eligible, people must register with Irish Water by June 30th this year. In
order to receive it, Irish Water customers will then have to register with
the Department of Social Protection before August. This is just another
twist in what must be called a shambolic disgrace that is Irish water. It
was only last week the company admitted that people who will be getting
their bills soon will have errors in many of these bills. So while Irish
Water is being overshadowed with loads of spin the real truth is still
leaking out with no repair kit in place.

FARM CHALLENGE GAINING MOMENTUM There was a large turnout
again tonight at Ballyvourney as the disadvantaged legal challenge is
gaining serious momentum. Again people came to either get support for
themselves or give the support to their fellow farming neighbours as more
and more farmers are looking towards this case as their only hope.
Farmers in Kerry have been collecting thousands of euro for the case in
the past couple of weeks as many, who were not caught before or were
caught for a small amount, have had their farms inspected and received
massive fines as a second round of inspections has started in Kerry with
farmers clearly stunned down there. They have now demanded many
more meetings from this group down in Kerry and are all collecting from
Door to Door. The next meeting will in Gortalea Mart next Wednesday
night and Milltown mart Monday April13th. If you would like to contribute
or help in any way with this collection it will be greatly appreciated as this
group are going to raise €100,000 to start a legal challenge against the
Department of Agriculture.
