MIZEN WELCOME FINLAND FRIENDS  The relationship between 
the people of the Mizen Peninsula and Finland is growing stronger and 
stronger as each month goes by and this was very evident with the visit of 19 
Finns in the past week to the Mizen. Since the Vital Transnational project was 
started by GDCC and WCDP 2 years ago it opened the door to a small, but 
lovely community a short distance out of Helsinki called Vihitjarvi, The people 
from this Community are fighting the same challenges as we do every day as 

their school just survived 
closure recently when 
their local council voted 
to keep it open by just 
one vote. The village 
school, as it is called, 
helps keep their 

community together and when we visited it two years ago one could feel the 
great sense of pride and Community spirit there. This week, led by Owen 
Kelly from the GDCC, the Finns returned to West Cork for a number of days 
of touring both the Mizen and Sheepôs Head Peninsulas. In this time the 
visiting group were treated the same way the Mizen group were treated when 
they went to Finland only a few months ago, with the utmost respect. This is 
not the first time some of the Finns were here and many can't get over the 
beauty of the place. A big thank you to Owen Kelly, who was an excellent 
tour guide during their stay, to the host families, bus drivers and to all who 
catered and helped in any way to make this a memorable few days for our 
visitors. This is now an unbreakable link and one that will be further 
developed in the months ahead with an expected trip by the Irish to Finland in 
the not too distant future.
