THE IRISH WATER STORY GOES FROM BAD TO WORSE  

After the much expected announcement that only 46% of Householders 
have paid their water bills, it is accepted that it is a huge embarrassment 
for both Irish Water and the present Government. 

Irish Water has cost the state millions and the public have been up in 
arms since it first came into being. Now, this annoyance has forced 
honest living people to simply not pay. The current figures suggest the 
government will ñlose at least ú35 million in revenueò. If more than half 
of households continue to ignore the charge, the government will 
receive close to ú120 million. It is now guaranteed that the income will 
turn to a deficit after the ú130m promised through the ú100 
conservation grant, and ú25m on interest payments for water meters 
are taken into account.  

It is now going to be a fact that, we have the first government that we 
have ever come across in history that, after introducing a tax will 
actually lose money after its introduction and seeing that the 
conservation grant requires only registration with Irish Water and no 
proof of payment, people will actually be ñrewardedò for not paying.  

So you actually get paid for not paying your water billé why would you 
pay it at all? Those who have paid must be asking themselves why they 
paid at all. 

Irish Water was set up wrong from the word go and this was pointed out 
to the Government time and time again. But instead of pulling the plug 
and getting rid of Irish Water, what happened was the mess was 
allowed stay in place and on and on we go from one mistake to another, 
culminating in Irish Water releasing figures showing that 675,000 
households out of a possible 1.5 million have paid their bill.  

What an embarrassment to the hard working people of this island.

You are probably aware that Ireland is introducing 
postcodes in 2015. Over 35% of addresses in 
Ireland share their address with at least one other 
property, making it difficult for those delivering 

goods and services to accurately identify the location of an address. An Eircode is a smart 

location code for all Irish addresses. Unlike other countries, where postcodes define 
clusters or groups of addresses, an Eircode will identify an individual address ï rural or 
urban ï and help show exactly where it is located. This means every residential address 
and business will receive a letter notifying them of their unique Eircode. Your address WILL 
NOT CHANGE; the Eircode will be added to the end of it. The letter will also include a 
handy pop-out card containing the Eircode for the address ï you could keep this in a handy 
place and refer to it if you need to. If you receive any state benefits such as a pension, 
social welfare or a grant scheme, you do not need to do anything, these services will 
continue as normal. Over time, you will begin to see an Eircode being included on mail and 
you may be asked for an Eircode when arranging delivery of goods and services or when 
shopping online.
