GOLEEN FAMILY FESTIVAL CONTINUES TO BRING OUT THE CROWDS  

The week-long Family Festival is still bringing out the crowds, with local businesses 

getting a much needed boost. The Community Council in Goleen spend huge amounts 

of time, for months prior to the Festival, putting together a Family Festival with 

something for everyone. The Festival costs over ú5000 and we would like to take the 

opportunity in thanking all our sponsors, who offset the cost of the festival. The money 

spent is well worth it, as it's a boost to businesses which have a long, quiet winter. The 

UV5 band, one of the country's youngest and hottest properties, played out this year's 

Goleen Family Festival. The Community Council is delighted that they were able to 

book, and get, a band of this calibre as they are in huge demand. Even though the 

turnout was great on Sunday night last, if it had been dry we could have seen double 

the crowd. While the damp evening did dampen the atmosphere somewhat, it did not 

stop people from having electric-type fun, with everyone enjoying themselves in a safe 

manner. This was after a Tug Oô War contest that saw the Trooper team win 

comfortably this year. The winners of Ladies' Tug Oô War was Martina's team and all 

that was left was the underage, which got the crowd going and saw Jimmy's team win 

out after 3 pulls. It was a Sunday full of entertainment, with the Route to Crook earlier 

and the unveiling of the Michael Harrington Sculpture in Goleen Harbour, which we will 

have a special piece about on next week's newsletter. Saturday night saw Ashling 

O'Connell, representing the Fastnet Bar, win this year's pub talent contest, much to the 

delight of the large crowd present. Preceding this was music on the street, with Loose 

Change, Sports for the younger people at the Community Centre and the Fishing 

Competition for the Deadliest Catch taking place earlier,  all part of the week long 

Family Festival. On Friday night, the Fancy Dress Competition brought out a large 

crowd, starting at the new revamped playschool yard, which we will give a full run down 

on in the next couple of weeks.

Ireland ranks 11th at the WorldSkills Competition in Brazil ï 

Congratulations to Dean McSweeney on winning a Medallion of Excellence in 
Construction Metal Work at the 43rd WorldSkills Competition in Brazil. 

The competition was fierce and very close, and Dean only 
narrowly missed out on a medal position. Gold went to Korea, 
silver to Brazil and Bronze was shared by Switzerland, Japan 
and Austria. Dean was placed next, with a score of 514, only 
two points behind the bronze medallists and six behind the 
silver. 

In all, two Gold Medals, eight Medallions of Excellence and an 
11th place ranking have been achieved by the team of 14 
young apprentices, trainees and students who represented 
Ireland in Brazil. The results were officially announced late last 
Sunday night at the end of 4 days of competition in São Paulo. 

Gold Medals were won by Alina Síle in Hotel Management and 
Ros Wynne in Aircraft Maintenance. This is the fourth 
consecutive year that Ireland has won gold in Aircraft Maintenance. Other Medallions of 
Excellence were awarded for the following skills: Beauty Therapy, Electrical Installation, 
Joinery, Cabinet Making, Automobile Technology, Plumbing and Plastering and Dry Wall. 
The teamôs individual scores all contributed to the collective 11th place for Ireland.  

So, once again, well done, Dean, on your fantastic achievement!
