Jimmy had many interests, from fishing, farming and building, to 
selling fruit and veg in Goleen and surrounds, and was never afraid to turn these jobs into 
a way of making an income. To many, Jimmy could have been a man ahead of his time as 
he had many ideas for creating work and making employment for others. He was never 
afraid to take to the sea in his younger years, to do what so many of his time did to make a 
living. 

Jimmy was a true character; always honest in his dealings all through his life, and it was 
very enjoyable to be in his company. 

In the last number of years, Jimmy’s health had greatly failed, but he was always, in the 
people’s eyes, a real part of Goleen, as you would expect to see him in the village anytime 
you passed through. 

Even though Jimmy’s life was coming to an end, it did not stop him attending the unveiling 
of the sculpture at the pier in Goleen only a few short weeks ago. His presence there, fully 
acknowledged on the day, was Jimmy saying goodbye to Goleen and to its people; the 
very people he loved and lived with. 

There was a huge attendance at Jimmy’s funeral, as everyone from Goleen and surrounds 
attended to pay respect to a man they all cared for down through the years.

August. The first was played in Goleen on Monday 
10th. When Glengarriff arrived with only ten players, Mizen also played with ten, which led 
to a very loose marking, open game with lots of scores. In the first half Mizen scored 1-06 
to Glengarriff 4-03 with the final score of Mizen 4-07 to Glengarriff 5-12, an eight point 
defeat but, in truth, the Goleen lads played well all over the field. The main difference 
between the two teams was one Glengarriff player, Ciarán McElhinney, who is on the Cork 
U16 squad and would prove a handful for any player at this age group. Scores: Michael

Three weeks later, on Sunday 30th, the Mizen lads travelled to Glengarriff for the reverse 
of this fixture. In this match, the Mizen lads tried to play a more defensive game plan, so 
as to curtail McElhinney as much as possible. This worked very well in the first half, with 
the Mizen lads defending as if their lives depended on it and, in so doing, kept Glengarriff 
to four points and also scored 6 points themselves, to lead 0-06 to 0-04 at half time. The 
question at half time was, could they continue the momentum of the first half? Glengarriff 
equalised early in the 2nd half and then another two points before hitting with a sucker 
punch of a goal. The Mizen lads then having to chase the game and with the exertions of 
the first half starting to tell, they had a number of good chances, but failed to convert.
