ENGLAND EXITS THE EU AND ITS EFFECTS ON WEST CORK AND IRELAND West Cork depends
heavily on Tourism, Farming, Fishing, and small Business (SMEs). In terms of Tourism, The Wild
Atlantic Way is a huge asset to our area, with thousands of visitors coming into West Cork each year.
While these tourists come from across the world, a large percentage come from Great Britain, over
40% of visitors to Ireland come from the UK. West Cork has some of the best scenery in the Country
and we are developing facilities for the visitor on ongoing bases, and of course the friendliness of the
people of West Cork is known worldwide.

The challenges now facing us as a result of Brexit should not be understated. The value of Sterling will
provide a big challenge to Ireland. It may well be more expensive for UK tourists to visit Ireland. Our
tourist bodies, our government and the Industry will have to step up to the mark in terms of Marketing
and giving better value to the tourist.

There is no disputing the fact that farming has benefited from our membership of the EU, but a large
percentage of our Agriculture exports go into the UK Market. Now with Britain voting to leave the EU
and with changes such as sterling values etc. our farming industry is facing a more uncertain future.
The UK accounts for over 50% of our beef exports. 1/3 of our dairy exports go to the UK. Any
disruption in this trade would have a huge bearing on our Agriculture Industry. There is no doubt that
our farming and Agriculture food exports need to be protected in the event of the UK leaving the EU.
Our Government need to be very vigilant in the negotiations ahead.

Unlike farming it can be argued that the fishing industry has not benefited from our membership of the
EU. In our original negotiation our territorial waters were opened up to other European States. Our
fishermen are trying to compete with large factory fishing ships in our own waters.

EU regulations have put our fishermen at a huge disadvantage. Many of our fishermen feel that they
are being treated as criminals in their own waters. The discard policy has caused a lot of frustration
among fishermen. The Irish Government should now fight a stronger case for our fishing industry at EU
level.

Over the top rules and regulations, many of them originating at EU level, has caused much hardship to
employers, to Industry, to farming and fishing.
There is a disconnect between many ordinary people and the EU.

Here in Ireland many ordinary people, who are working hard to make a living, feel there is a disconnect
between them and our Government. This was very evident by the results of our recent general election.
Our Government now need to listen to the concerns of the people. They need to stand up to the EU.
During the recent crash in our Country, many people feel that as a Country we are poorly represented
by our Government; many people feel that they did not stand up to the EU.

Now it is time for our Government to take a strong stand on behalf of our Country.
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There is no argument that our Country has benefited over the last 40 plus years of our membership of
the EU and we can continue to benefit, but our Government need to fight to protect our interests within
the EU.

Now post Brexit, Ireland will have a land border with a Country outside the EU, so some type of
bilateral trade and customs agreement between the UK and Ireland will have to be negotiated and the
EU will have to allow this to happen. MC GDCC
