A Letter to The Editors:
Dear Sue and Michael,

I was very interested to read the Public Health Information on Lyme disease
alert featured in our last local community newsletter on one of the coldest days
of the year with not a tick in sight. As a GP treating cases of Lyme disease on
the Mizen peninsula since our first case 15 years ago, I have undertaken a bit of
research at local level and can confidently conclude the following: Unless you've
been camping in Tom Brosnan’s back garden the incidence of Lyme disease on
the Mizen peninsula has little to do with deer. The most likely vector animals in
its transmission are sheep, rodents and possibly birds_- would you believe? The
time to be vigilant is May to November with peak incidence in June and July. We
at Mizen Medical Practice have been conducting an ongoing awareness campaign
on tick bites and Lyme disease prevention with notices in all our clinics and the
local chemist. While tick bites remain very common indeed, your readers will be
pleased to hear that the number of cases of Lyme disease we are seeing has
fallen in recent years. I had the privilege of presenting our findings on Lyme dis-
ease on the Mizen peninsula to colleagues at a meeting in Dublin in 2012, with
some slides of our wonderful local scenery thrown in for added effect. If any lo-
cal groups would like an abbreviated presentation I would be happy to oblige
ideally in early summer when the ticks get toxic!
