The group enjoyed a trip to their 'twin' town during Holy week last month 
when 9 adults and 9 children from the Schull area spent just over a week in 
France. The trip was the second stage of the exchange as Schull families had 
already hosted their French counterparts in April of last year. Diarmuid 
Duggan, the Prinicipal of Schull N.S also accompanied the group on their trip.  

The group enjoyed a wonderful week  of social and cultural activities 
together, including a trip to a local Aquarium and a visit to an Archeological 
site of Celtic importance in nearby Concarneu, thus achieving the groups 
objectives of making lifelong lasting friendships between the families that 
took part and their respective home towns.  

Martin O'Sullivan who is a member of The Irish 
Coastguard team in Schull was invited to 
spend some time with the Guilvinec 

Coastguard Service where he was quite 
literally shown the ropes and took part in a 
courtesy drill to demonstrate their operation. 
The whole exchange was a great success, with 
some of the families, both Irish and French 
now arranging private holidays in the future. It 
is hoped that these events will continue going 
forward as the Twinning with France will play 

an integral role in the overall plans for the 
Marina project in Schull. All going well, next 
April (2018) Schull will host a group of French 
parents and children once again.
