Here are some important things to remember:  
1. Always  wear a lifejacket when on, or near the water.  
2. Swim within your depth, parallel to shore. Swim with others, never alone.  
3. Swim at lifeguarded locations, listed on IWS website.  

4. Take note of the nearest lifebuoy ring and report if missing/damaged.  
5. Children love water so constant and uninterrupted supervision is essential.  
6. Almost 30% of fatalities from drowning had consumed alcohol, donôt drink 
if you are taking part in water activities.
