On Monday July 24th  Goleen & District Community welcomed, for the third year 
in a row, a group from Samara Russia, to the Community Centre. This group 
consisted of 13 people; 8 students from Samara State University of Economics, 4 

secondary school children and the group leader, a graduate from Samara State 
Aerospace University. On arrival at the Community Centre, Brendan Molloy and 
the group were met by a welcoming committee, which included Joanna 
Kholomeenkova, who waved Russian flags, which surprised but impressed the 
Russian students very much. Bernard O' Sullivan had requested that the group 
bring a Russian flag with them from Russia and to the groups delight their flag, 
along with the Irish flag, were both raised on the flagpoles in conjunction with the 
singing of both the Russian and Irish national anthems. As with the previous two 

years, the group along with Brendan, Derry Duggan, bus driver, Brendan's 
daughters, Caitlin and Alicia were treated to a beautiful traditional Irish lunch, 
which was thoroughly enjoyed by all.  After the meal the group was treated to a 
music session from some local musicians who specialised in the accordion. A 
cross -cultural sing song ensued with contributions from members of the local 
community, followed by a solo rendition of a Russian song by one of the younger 
members of the Russian group, a 14 year old girl by the name of Polina. This was 
followed by the entire Russian group singing a native Russian song and Brendan's 

eldest daughter Caitlin doing some Irish Dancing. There was much emotion, 
laughter, tears and genuine cross -cultural respect and friendship amongst all who 
were in attendance. A big thank you to Michael Collins and Bernard O'Sullivan 
who helped to organise the visit and a big, big thank you to Ellen for putting on 
such a beautiful meal and of course to the all the wonderful staff who helped with 
the serving of the meal.  It was especially moving and pleasing for the group to 
meet with some of the local people and to experience the 'Cead Mile Failte' West 
Cork is renowned for. Brendan has no doubt, the group returned to Russia last 
Saturday with many happy memories, emotions and impressions of their visit to 
West Cork. This bodes well for future visits from Samara which in turn feeds into 
our local tourism and business industries. West Cork is now well and truly on the 
map, in Samara.
