SAVE DUNMANUS BAY In 2012 the mus-

sel company ap-
plied for planning
permission for a
mussel farm out-
side Kiltomane
Pier and directly
opposite Ahaki-
sta. Strong ob-
jections from
everywhere
meant they
get it.

Now, 5 years on, the mussel company have again applied for planning per-

mission in the same location as shown in the box on the map above.

The Save Dunmanus Bay campaign began 20 years ago when the Fisheries

(Amendment) Act 1997 was passed and licenses were being allocated for existing

mussel farms. The Dunmanus Bay Fishermen agreed not to protest mussel

installations already in situ but to protest any further aquaculture development in

the Bay. In effect the fishermen gifted without argument, a part of their livelihood

to the mussel farmers and said goodbye to what had been a sustainably managed,

year round productive fishing ground. for small boats back into the mists of time.

For everyone it was goodbye to another area of unspoiled natural scenic beauty.

That same year a mussel company, tried to lay claim to a large area of fishing
ground near Dooneen Pier east towards Kilcrohane. The authorities would not get
involved and the mussel boat continued to put out anchor blocks. Fishermen circled
the mussel boat and told the men to stop until planning permission had been
granted. The mussel boat retreated but left anchor blocks and ropes on Dooneen

The next threat to this same area of the sea, came in February 2010 when a petition/savedunmanusbay

Norwegian Company decided this would be a perfect spot for a Salmon Farm. In
advance of their planning application this Company broadly circulated a scoping
letter. In response DBMA [acting as an umbrella group for many community
organistions] FISH, and other groups and individuals, sent letters of protest and a
petition stating clearly that everyone with any connection to Dunmanus Bay totally
opposed the plan.
